Y nod yw darparu cwrs dwys dysgu o bell, a fydd yn cynnwys dysgu drwy fideo gynhadledd
Zoom a dysgu annibynnol, gyda’r amcan o alluogi dysgwyr i gwblhau un lefel mewn pedair
wythnos neu hanner lefel mewn dwy wythnos.

Rhaid pwysleisio bod y cwrs hwn yn un llawn amser, ac nad yw'n ymarferol i neb feddwl ei
wneud, a bod yn gweithio ar yr un pryd. Nid yw'n ymarferol chwaith i ymgymryd a gorchwylion
mawr eraill fel symud ty yn ystod y Cwrs.

Mae’r cwrs hwn yn darparu ar gyfer ystod eang o ddysgwyr — o’r rhai ag ychydig iawn o Gymraeg
neu ddim o gwbl, i’r rhai sydd yn rhugl ond sydd am wella ansawdd eu Cymraeg. | ddechreuwyr
dyma gyfle i feistroli sgiliau cyfathrebu sylfaenol yn yr iaith, mewn cyn lleied o amser & phosib, ac
y mae’n gyfle i bawb gymryd camau breision i feistroli’'r Gymraeg. Cyflwynir Cymraeg safonol, a
gogwydd de Cymru iddo, yn y dosbarthiadau ar y lefelau cyntaf. Wrth ddringo fesul gris i’r lefelau
uwch bydd yr aelodau yn ymgyfarwyddo fwy a mwy ag amrywiaethau yn y Gymraeg.

Mae hwn yn gwrs pedair wythnos, a dysgir chwe lefel arno. Plethiry pedair sgil sydd ynghlwm &
dysgu iaith i mewn i weithgareddau dysgu’r dosbarth. Y brif nod yw cael pobl i allu siarad yn
Gymraeg, gan fagu mwy a mwy o hyder i wneud hynny. I'r diben hwn mae’r amserlen yn ddwys
iawn. Fodd bynnag byddwn yn neilltuo amser i adolygu ac ymarfer y sgiliau iaith sy’n cael eu
meithrin. Bydd y sgiliau o wrando a deall, a’r gallu sylfaenol i allu darllen ac ysgrifennu Cymraeg
yn cael eu meithrin ar y gwahanol lefelau yn ogystal. Mae cwrslyfr ar gyfer pob lefel, ac fe fydd
y gwahanol diwtoriaid, pob un yn brofiadol a dawnus, yn eu defnyddio yn eu ffordd unigryw eu
hunain o ddysgu. Bydd defnyddio cymaint o Gymraeg ag sy’n bosibl yn cael ei feithrin ar bob lefel
o’r cychwyn cyntaf.

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What is the Cwrs Haf Dwys?

Aims and Objectives

The aim is to provide an intensive distance learning course, which will combine learning
through Zoom video conferencing with autonomous learning, with the objective of enabling
students to complete one level in four weeks, or half a level in two weeks.

It must be emphasised that this is a full-time course and that it is not practical for anybody to
be working at the same time as trying to follow the course. It is not feasible either for
anybody to try and do the course at the same time as major life changes, such as moving
house.

This course caters for a broad spectrum of learners: those with little or no knowledge of Welsh,
as well as graded classes for those on a continuum between being beginners and being fluent
speakers but wanting to improve the accuracy of their spoken and written skills. For beginners,
this is an opportunity to master basic communicative skills within as short a period as possible,
and for everybody it is a chance to take strides towards real improvement and mastery of the
Welsh language. We will introduce a standard form of Welsh, with a southern slant to it in the
classes at the first levels. With each progressive step towards the higher levels, students will
become more and more familiar with variations in the Welsh language.

There will be six levels taught on the four-week course and the four skills involved in language
learning are blended into the class language activities. The main aim is to enable you to speak
Welsh, and increasingly gain confidence in your ability. To this end the timetable is very
demanding. Nevertheless, there will be time for revision, and practicing the language skills
acquired on the course. We will foster listening comprehension and the basic ability to read and
write Welsh at the different levels. Each level has its own coursebook, and the different tutors,
all being experienced and skilled, will use them in their own unique style of teaching. We will
encourage use of as much Welsh as possible at each level, right from the start. Patterns are
thoroughly revised throughout the course.

Accessing coursebooks and resources
We will use new coursebooks which have been prepared by the National Centre for Learning
Welsh. The coursebooks are available in PDF form, free of charge:

Disgrifiadau Lefelau laith

Grwp 1 - Mynediad

Dosbarth i ddechreuwyr yw’r lefel Mynediad. Dros y 4 wythnos cyflwynir hanner yr holl batrymau
a ystyrir yn sylfaenol i allu cynnal sgyrsiau yn Gymraeg, fel y byddwch yn dysgu confensiynau
sgwrsio a chymdeithasu a’ch gilydd ar y lefel gychwynnol. Er enghraifft byddwch yn dysgu sén
am y presennol, ond hefyd byddwch yn dysgu sut i drafod profiad yn y gorffennol diweddar, a’r
hyn a oedd yn arfer gennych chi ymhellach yn 6l. Byddwch yn dechrau dysgu’r patrymau iaith a
ddefnyddir wrth siarad am y dyfodol yn ogystal.

Grwp 2 — Sylfaen
Mae’r lefel hon ar gyfer pobl sydd wedi cwblhau cwrs Mynediad. Dros y pedair wythnos, gan

adeiladu ar y deunydd ar lefel Mynediad, cyflwynir hanner arall y patrymau a ystyrir yn sylfaenol
i allu cynnal sgyrsiau yn Gymraeg a deall beth mae pobl eraill yn ddweud. Byddwch yn parhau i
ddatblygu sgiliau cymdeithasu gan ddysgu sén, er enghraifft, am fannau geni a magwraeth drwy
ddysgu patrymau’r goddefol, a hefyd yr amodol, er mwyn medru sén am beth fasech chi’'n wneud
tasai amgylchiadau’n caniatau. Enghreifftiau pellach o’r hyn y byddwch yn ei ddysgu ar y lefel
hon yw sut i fynegi barn a chymharu, rhoi cyngor, a chadarnhau sut i ateb cwestiynau yn gywir.

Grwp 3 - Canolradd

Dyma’r lefel lle byddwch chi'n adolygu’r sylfeini a ddysgwyd yn ystod y cyrsiau Mynediad a
Sylfaen, ynghyd ag adeiladu arnynt, a dod yn fwy rhugl yn yr iaith, gan ehangu geirfa a
dealltwriaeth gyffredinol. Bydd y Gymraeg yn cael ei defnyddio cymaint a phosib fel iaith y
dosbarth a gobeithir y byddwch yn mentro defnyddio’r Gymraeg yn gynyddol y tu allan i'r
dosbarth. Byddwch yn cael darnau darllen a deall, a gwrando a deall o ddiddordeb, ynghyd ag
ymarferion a gweithgareddau. Bydd y pethau hyn yn rhoi cyfle i chi gadarnhau gwybodaeth o
amseroedd berfau, a chymalau ac arddodiaid, er mwyn eich helpu i fireinio’ch defnydd o’r iaith.
Byddwch yn ymgyfarwyddo a deall y newyddion yn Gymraeg, a’r iaith ychydig yn fwy ffurfiol sy’n
cyd-fynd a hynny.

Grwp 4 -Uwch 1

Ary lefel hon bydd disgwyl i chi allu ymdopi &'r Gymraeg yn cael ei defnyddio fel iaith gyfathrebu
rhwng tiwtor a myfyrwyr, a rhwng myfyrwyr a’i gilydd. Dyma’r cam cyntaf at feistroli’r Gymraeg
ar lefel uwch, a’r gallu i ddefnyddio’r Gymraeg ar lafar ac yn ysgrifenedig yn y byd Cymraeg go
iawn. Byddwch yn cael cyfle i ddechrau dod yn gyfarwydd a chyweiriau mwy ffurfiol yr iaith
ysgrifenedig, yn ogystal & datblygu sgiliau defnyddio’r iaith ar lafar yn ddeheuig. Rhoddir sylw i
arddodiaid cyfansawdd, cynffoneiriau a iaith gyhoeddus er enghraifft. Byddwch yn parhau i
ymestyn y defnydd o batrymau sylfaenol ac adeiladu arnynt, er mwyn hwyluso’ch defnydd o’r
iaith yn y byd gwaith yn ogystal ag yn gymdeithasol.

Language Level Descriptions

Group 1 - Mynediad / Entry level
The ‘Entry’ level which is called ‘Mynediad’ in Welsh is a class for beginners. Over the 4 weeks

we will introduce half of all the patterns which are considered basic for being able to hold
conversations in Welsh, so that you will learn the conventions of chatting and socialising at a
primary level in the language. For example, you will learn to discuss situations in the present,
and also how to talk about the recent past, together with things that you used to do further back
in your lives. You will also make a start on the patterns used for talking about the future.

Group 2 - Sylfaen / Foundation level
This level is for people who have completed a ‘Mynediad’ course. Over the four weeks, whilst

building on the material introduced at ‘Mynediad’ level, we will introduce the other half of all the
patterns considered basic to being able to hold conversations in Welsh, and understanding what
other people are saying. Socialising skills will continue to be developed. For example, you will
learn to talk about where you were born and brought up, by learning to use the patterns of the
passive voice, and using the conditional to talk about what you might do were your circumstances
to permitit. Further examples of what is taught at this level are, being able to express an opinion
and compare, give advice, and consolidate how to answer questions correctly.

Group 3 - Canolradd / Intermediate level
This is the level where the basics that were learnt on the Mynediad and Sylfaen courses are

reviewed, and you will go on to build on this foundation, becoming more fluent in the language,
expanding vocabulary and general comprehension. Welsh will be used as much as possible as
the language of the class, and hopefully you’ll gain confidence to use Welsh increasingly outside
the classroom too. Interesting listening and reading comprehension pieces form part of the
course, together with exercises, and activities which will afford the opportunity to consolidate
how to handle verb tenses, clauses and prepositions in order that you can gain ground with
correct use of Welsh. You will become familiar with understanding news bulletins in Welsh, and
the slightly more formal type of Welsh used in them.

Group 4 - Uwch 1 /Advanced Level 1

At this level it is expected that you will be able to take it in your stride that Welsh will be the
norm as regards communication between tutor and student, and between student and student.
This is the first step towards gaining mastery of the Welsh language at a more advanced level,

and being able to use both spoken and written Welsh in the real Welsh speaking world. You will
be afforded the opportunity to start becoming familiar with the more formal registers of written
Welsh as well as developing adroit fluency in spoken Welsh. Compound prepositions, verbal tags,
and use of Welsh in public will be given attention for example. We will continue to extend and
build upon the use of basic patterns, to facilitate the use of the language in the workplace as well
as in social situations.
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Grwp 5 - Uwch 2

Y bwriad ar y lefel hon yw i’r myfyrwyr sy’n dilyn y cwrs hwn, ennill meistrolaeth ar yr iaith, yn ei
gwahanol gyweiriau. Byddwch yn datblygu hyfedredd yn yr iaith yn naturiol yn y grivp hwn wrth
i'r Gymraeg gael ei defnyddio rhwng yr aelodau &’i gilydd yn ogystal & rhyngddynt a’r tiwtor.
Byddwch yn datblygu dealltwriaeth o dafodieithoedd Illafar Cymru yn ogystal a’r iaith
ysgrifenedig, boed ar gyfer pwrpas busnes, mwynhau llenyddiaeth neu ysgrifennu’n anffurfiol.
Cewch eich tywys i ymgyfarwyddo a phriod-ddulliau’r Gymraeg, a’r ffordd arbennig y bydd
Cymry’'n mynegi eu hunain ynddi. Rhoddir peth gwybodaeth gefndirol ddiwylliannol sylfaenol,
sy’n rhan o’r hyn y mae’n ei olygu i berthyn i’'r gymuned Gymraeg ei hiaith. Cewch hefyd flas ar
batrymau’r iaith lenyddol fel y mae’n cael ei defnyddio mewn rhai nofelau, cerddi a chaneuon

sy’n agos at galon y Cymry.

Grwp 6 - Uwch 3 | Gloywi

Cwrs yw hwn ar gyfer dysgwyr profiadol neu siaradwyr Cymraeg rhugl a fydd yn naturiol yn
defnyddio’r Gymraeg &’i gilydd, ac sydd am fireinio a datblygu eu sgiliau llafar ac ysgrifenedig i’r
eithaf. Ceir cyfle i ymgyfarwyddo a Chymraeg ffurfiol ochr yn ochr 8 Chymraeg mwy llafar, yn
systematig ac yn drefnus drwy’r cwrs. Ym mhob uned ceir ymarferion i gadarnhau ffurfiau cywir,
a dealltwriaeth drwyadl o Gymraeg idiomatig da. Defnyddir darnau darllen o gylchgronau
Cymraeg cyfoes a deunydd gwylio a gwrando o Radio Cymru ac S4C, rhai ohonynt a ddefnyddiwyd
yn arholiadau blaenorol Defnyddio’r Gymraeg Uwch. Yn y Cwrs hwn plethir gloywi iaith ag
astudio Cymraeg y Gymru gyfoes yng nghyd-destun pynciau ar ei chefndir diwylliannol a’i hanes
cymdeithasol. Yn ogystal ceir cyfle da i drafod pynciau llosg Cymru a’r byd dan arweiniad y
tiwtoriaid.

Strwythur y Cwrs

Mae'r cwrslyfrau wedi eu rhannu yn unedau unigol. Mae’r unedau wedi eu llunio gyda’r bwriad
o alluogi dysgwyr i wneud pethau yn Gymraeg, a defnyddio’r iaith i gyfathrebu, e.e. cyfarch pobl,
dweud beth dych chi wedi bod yn ei wneud, gofyn am bethau, ac ati. Mae pob uned yn
canolbwyntio ar batrymau gramadegol penodol, ond pwysleisir ar yr un pryd nad oes rhaid i chi
fod yn gyfarwydd a thermau gramadegol fel y cyfryw. Mae gwaith cartref gyda phob uned i
atgyfnerthu’r gwaith llafar. Ceir llawer o ddeunydd digidol ar y we yn cyd-fynd 4 phob cwrs. Bydd
disgwyl i chi ddefnyddio rhai o’r rhain pan fyddwch yn gwneud eich gwaith astudio annibynnol,
fel rhan greiddiol o’r cwrs. Bydd cael eich cyflwyno i iaith newydd yn ystod y wers yn golygu
ymarfer a chofio ymadroddion byr. Fe gewch gyfle hefyd i ymarfer mewn parau neu grwpiau. Er
mwyn sicrhau eich bod yn cael cyfle i weithio & phobl wahanol bydd y tiwtor yn trefnu i hyn
ddigwydd ar-lein.

Nid mater o weithio drwy bob tudalen yn y cwrslyfr yn slafaidd fydd hi, ond bydd y tiwtoriaid yn
cynllunio sut y gellir cyflawni lefel gyfan drwy ddethol y deunydd mwyaf creiddiol yn yr unedau a
phob tiwtor yn ei gyflwyno fel y gwelant orau. Mae gweithgareddau yn amrywio o uned i uned.
Byddwch yn barod i ddefnyddio beth dych chi wedi’i ddysgu yn ystod y gweithgareddau, y gemau
iaith, yr holiaduron, gwaith par / grwp, ac ati.

Os oes arnoch angen gair neu ymadrodd arbennig neu os oes arnoch eisiau trafod rhyw bwnc
arbennig, gofynnwch i’r tiwtor am gymorth.
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Group 5 - Uwch 2 / Advanced Level 2

The intention at this level is that students who follow this course will gain mastery of the
language, in its variety of registers. Competence in the language is developed naturally in this
group, as the members use it with each other as well as between them and the tutor.
Comprehension of the spoken dialects of Wales will be developed as well as that of the written
language, be that for business purposes, enjoying novels, poetry and such like, or just for being
able to write informally. Attention will be given to linguistic idioms natural to native speakers.
The basic culture in which the Welsh language exists will form the subject matter of some lessons,
as part of what it means to belong to the Welsh speaking community. Students will be given a
taste of the language as it occurs in some of the best loved novels, poems, and songs.

Group 6 - Uwch 3 / Advanced Level 3 | Proficiency

This is a course for experienced learners or fluent Welsh speakers, who will naturally use Welsh
within the group, and who wish to enhance and develop their communicating skills to the utmost
in both their written and spoken Welsh. The course is organized to provide the opportunity for
students to systematically become familiar with formal Welsh alongside more colloquial Welsh,
In each unit there are tasks designed so that students can consolidate what is regarded as correct
Welsh, and gain a thorough grasp of good idiomatic Welsh. Excerpts from contemporary Welsh
publications, and viewing and listening comprehension material from Radio Cymru and S4C are
used, to foster understanding the language in greater depth, and how to use it in different
situations in present day Wales. All this is embedded in interesting contexts about its cultural
background and its social history. You’ll also get plenty of practise in using Welsh for discussing
some current burning issues in Wales and world-wide.

Course Structure

The course is divided into individual units. The units are designed to enable learners to do things
in Welsh, and to use the language to communicate, e.g. greeting people, saying what you did,
asking for something, etc. Each unit also focuses on particular grammatical patterns, although it
should be stressed that the knowledge of grammatical terms as such is not necessary. There is
‘Gwaith Cartref’ (Homework) with each unit which is intended to reinforce the oral work. There
is an abundant amount of digital materials online that accompany each course. You will be
expected to access some of these when you do your independent study as an integral part of the
course. Being introduced to a new language during the lesson will involve practising and
memorising short phrases. You will also get a chance to practise in pairs or groups. In order to
ensure that you have the opportunity to work with different people the tutor will organise this
online for you.

It will not be a process of working slavishly through every page in the coursebook, but the tutors
will have planned how it will be possible to complete a whole level, by selecting the core elements
of the units, and each one of them presenting the material as they see best. Activities vary from
unit to unit. Be prepared to use what you’ve learnt during activities, language games,
questionnaires, pair/group work, etc.

If you need a particular word, phrase, or just want to discuss a particular topic, ask the tutor.
