New look for  
Work Welsh
The Centre’s Work Welsh scheme, 
which aims to strengthen Welsh 
language skills in the workplace, has 
been significantly revised, with a 
choice of learning programmes for 
employers and their employees.

For the first time, the Centre will be 
offering a self-study course equivalent 
to 60 hours of Learn Welsh tuition, to 
be completed with a tutor’s support.  
Live webinars will also be available.

Employees registered on the scheme 
will be able to use the Centre’s ‘Learn 
Welsh Level Checker’, which uses 
pioneering technology to assess 
individuals’ Welsh language skills.  Some 
learners will also be able to sit an exam.

Workers will also be able to follow 
online taster courses, which introduce 
everyday words and phrases, as well 
as additional online courses tailored 
for different sectors, including health 
and social care.

The scheme has been revised 
following cuts to the Centre’s budget 
resulting from the public health crisis.  
The Centre is confident the new-
look scheme will continue to provide 
opportunities for workers to learn 
Welsh in their places of work.

Welsh at Home
A new online resource and Learn Welsh course are being introduced as part  
of the Centre’s Welsh at Home scheme.

The online resource has been developed for non Welsh-speaking families who 
are sending their children to Welsh-medium schools.  It features videos, case 
studies and background information about organisations such as the Urdd 
youth movement. There will also be an opportunity to learn relevant words 
and phrases.

A new Welsh at Home course, suitable for beginners, will also be introduced  
in the New Year.

The Clwb Cwtsh scheme, a partnership between the Centre and Mudiad 
Meithrin, the Early Years specialists, will also continue during the autumn, 
with sessions held via distance learning.

Clwb Cwtsh aims to introduce words and phrases relevant to raising young 
children and these informal sessions are suitable for parents and carers who 
want to start learning Welsh.

During lockdown, new videos introduced by Lowri Delve, a former S4C 
children’s presenter and experienced teacher, were shown on Facebook.  
Alongside these videos, online practise sessions for parents were held in 
partnership with ‘Cymraeg for Kids’, the Welsh Government scheme.
